History of fashion

Fashion is a discipline that has existed from time immemorial as an ever-present element in
civilized society. How else would it have been possible to live together in society without clothing
ourselves? The truth is that fashion can be traced back to the days of Egyptian civilization, when
fabrics and jewelry were used to adorn the bodies of the pharaohs, and useful garments were
created to protect the skin of peasants who worked from dawn until dusk. An explanation of the
entire history of fashion would take up many pages, so in order to gain basic understanding the best
way is to give a brief overview of the important figures and styles that have defined each era.

The 18th Century: Marie Antoinette and the reign of fashion

Although fashion had already been in existence for several centuries, the starting point for
fashion as we understand it today originated with the great MarieAntoinette and her court. During
the reign of her husband Louis XVI, French fashion enjoyed one of the greatest successes of all time.
It was at this point when fashion ceased to be a functional element - since then it had served to
indicate one’s social class - and it began to attract the attention of royalty. The clothing of the period
was quite beautiful but impractical: the dresses could weigh up to several kilos, the elaborate
hairstyles and ornamentation could be up to a meter tall, and corsets cinched the waist in such a
way that during the summer months women were apt to faint. The men, meanwhile, wore stockings,
high-heeled shoes and wigs cascading ringlets, which gave them a rather flamboyant look. It was the
era of luxury, excess, and waste, and in court, everyone imitated what MarieAntoinette wore. It could
be said that she was a trendsetter; however, the splendor of her reign and clothes did not last long.

Construction basics

Knowing and mastering the basis of constructing is very important and desirable for future
specialists in sewing as well as for professionals.

Casings are fabric tubes that hold elastic and drawstrings in place. Casings are usually found at
waistlines, sleeves, hemlines, and necklines. A self casing is a fabric extension on the garment edge.

It is folded back and stitched down.

Aplied casings are made by sewing a separate piece of fabric to the garment. Applied casings are
recommended when the garment fabric is bulky. The applied casing fabric should be of lighter
weight

Collars add design interest in the neckline area of clothes. Collar styles range from tailored
lapel collars to ruffled bertha collars. There are three kinds of collars: standing collar, flat collar, and
rolled collar. The following are the three basic steps to collar construction: attaching the interfacing,
forming the collar, attaching the collar to the garment.

Cuffs put a finishing touch to the edges of sleeves and pants. Cuffs may be simple bands, or
they can be buttoned or turned back. If a cuff on a sleeve does not button it must slide easily over
the hand but not appear too loose.

A cuff has three parts: cuff, interfacing, and facing. Sewing a cuff is a three-step process:
interfacing applying, cuff forming, cuff attaching.

Darts shape a flat piece of fabric to fit the curves of your body. The two basic types of darts
are single pointed and double pointed. Parallel, radiating, or topstitched darts can add unique design
touches. Darts are used at necklines, bustlines, elbows, waistlines so forth. Vertical darts fit fabric
into the waist and shoulder. Horizontal darts fit fabric into the bust and elbow.

Darts are the second sewing step after stay stitching. Pinning, stitching, trimming and
pressing are the steps in making darts.

Elastic creates a snug fit and at the same time allows easy movement. It may be sewn
directly to the fabric or inserted in a casing. Braided and woven elastic are in several widths. Braided
elastic narrows when stretched, it can be used in casings. Woven elastics have less “grip”. They are
good for stitching on edges because they do not narrow when stretched.

Buttons can simply fasten the edges of clothes. They can also add design interest. They can
be a very important part of the total look. The size of a button is measurement of its diameter. This
is stated in fractions of an inch.

There are two basic types of buttons: shank and sew-through.

A shank button has a plastic or metal protrusion on the back called a shank. The shank allows
space for the upper layer of fabric to rest when the closing is buttoned. Sew-through buttons have
holes on the face of the button. It is a good idea to make a thread shank when attaching a sew-
through button.

Button holes are slits in fabric that hold buttons that are attached to another piece of fabric.
The edges of a buttonhole can be bound with fabric for a tailored look, or they can be worked with
thread by machine or hand. Buttonhole should be evenly spaced and exact in length. They should be
set on grain along the center-front or center-back placement line. Horizontal buttonholes extend %
inch (3 mm) over the button placement line toward the folded garment edge.

Vertical buttonholes should be set ¥ inch (3 mm) above the button placement point. The
distance between the button placement line and the finished edge line should equal the button
diameter. The finished edges of machine-worked buttonholes may be square, oval, or keyhole.

EUROPEAN STYLE
Clothing throughout the thirteenth century was very simple and varied very little between men and
women. A loose-fitting fulllength gown with fitted sleeves worn with a narrow belt and a sleeveless

coat called the cyclas was the norm. Until this point, very little diverted from Roman influence.

The fourteenth century inaugurated the Renaissance and brought the first major from simple draped
shapes to fitted garments. Contoured seams and the start transition of tailoring techniques now
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enabled clothing to become more of a sheath around the body. Buttons and lacing allowed for an
even closer fit. Women of the time wore an ankle- or floor-length chemise called a cotte, or kittle.
The fitted version of the gown worn on top, called a cotehardie, often featured long hanging sleeves.
In Europe throughout this period, fashion began to change at an unprecedented pace.

During the fifteenth century Europe experienced an abundant prosperity, the growth of the middle
classes, and the development of a skilled workforce. This created an appetite for extravagances.
Voluminous gowns called houppelandes featured floor-length sleeves and were worn with doublets,
high collars, and hose. Headwear became more important and was trimmed with all manner of
feathers and jewels. Everything became more complex and varied by region.

The sixteenth century was characterized by an increased opulence in fashion, most especially in
England under Elizabeth I. Some of the atypical fashion details included the lace Tudor ruff, a hoop
skirt called a farthingale, and rich surface ornamentation. In sharp contrast to the sloping narrow
shoulders of the early 1500s, the Elizabethan court adopted shoulders that were high and wide with
narrow sleeves reflecting French and Spanish styles. The shoulders were further enhanced by
padded and jeweled shoulder rolls and accentuated by deep V-shaped waistlines. The V shape was
mirrored by skirts that opened at the front to display petticoats or heavily decorated foreparts.

Fashion of the seventeenth-century baroque reveals a strong Puritan influence, evidenced in the
natural, dark, somber colors and modest designs. Excessive ornamentation was discarded in favor of
simpler broad lace and linen collars. Full slashed sleeves became very fashionable. Waistlines rose to
create shorter bodices that were worn with contrasting stomachers. The period also witnessed the
change from hose to breeches for men. A desire for uniformity became evident with the popularity of
matching ensembles that speak to the contemporary suit. Under Louis XIV, the French began to
focus on becoming leaders in the production of luxury products and fashionable clothing began to
reflect the demands of the season and comfort.

Man-made and Synthetic Fibres

Man-made fabrics. For thousands of years people used natural fibres. Then people learned to
make fibres themselves.

Cellulose fibres. Scientists wanted to find a fibre that would look and act like silk. Their study
resulted in the production of a fibre called rayon. Most rayon and acetate fabrics are made from
wood pulp. Rayon dyes well and, if treated chemically, it does not wrinkle much. Rayon is a man-
made fibre made from a plant source.

Non-cellulose fibres are made entirely by chemical processes. Nylon was the first non-
cellulose fibre. It is made from chemicals and petroleum products. Today, nylon has almost as many
uses as cotton has. It is wrinkle-resistened, does not shrink and repels water. Nylon is used for
rainwear, camping clothes and equipment, parachutes. But it is not comfortable to wear in hot
weather. Nylon became a household word in 1940 when it was knitted into hosiery. In 1942 it was
called into service for the armed forces use in parachutes, flak vests, combat uniforms, tires and
many other vital military uses. Until the war nylon was not available to the public. Nylon became one
of the most versatile fibres of the man-made fabrics. In addition to hosiery, nylon is used in tricot,
netting for bridal veils, and in carpeting.

Nylon is stronger yet weighs less than any other commonly used fibre. It is elastic and
resilient and responsive to heat setting. Nylon fibres are smooth, non-absorbent and dry quickly.
Extensive washing and drying in an automatic dryer can eventually cause piling. Nylon whites should
be washed separately to avoid greying. This fabric may get yellow so it should be bleached
frequently. Nylon melts at high temperatures. If ironing is necessary, always use a low temperature
on the wrong side.

Synthetic fabrics, made from chemically produced fibres, include nylon, acrylic, acetate, and
polyester. Each fibre has unique characteristics, desirable for different reasons. Many fabrics are
blend of natural and synthetic fibres, offering you the best qualities of each, such as the breathable
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comfort of cotton blended with the wrinkle resistance of polyester, synthetic fabrics are made to
resemble the look and feel of natural fabrics. Polyester may look like cotton or silk, acetate and nylon
shimmer like silk, and acrylic mimics the texture and appearance of wool.

Blended fibres. Chemical processes are also used to combine two or more fibres into one
fabric. Since cotton has a tendency to wrinkle, combining it with a nonwrinkling fibre reduces this
tendency. Cotton for example, is often combined with polyester. It makes a fabric that looks like
cotton and is cool to wear like cotton. But, like polyester, this fabric does not wrinkle easily. Fibres
combined in this way are called blends. Blended fibres and fabrics can take advantage of each fibres'
good qualities.

Put Your Wardrobe to the Test: What Stays and What Goes

With the change of a season comes the change of wardrobe. You buy new clothes and get rid
of others. Quite often, organising your wardrobe can be like organising your mind, a relaxing tonic.

Have a look at what really suits you and what doesn’t. The rest you can just chuck. You have
to clear out the wardrobe in summer to know what to buy in autumn.

Colours. Choose neutral colours so that you can get the best possible use out of them, and go
for a more daring garment that can also be used as eveningwear. You'll find it in the last box in your
wardrobe, and if it’s not... well, you know what to add to your shopping list.

Whenever you're tidying your wardrobe you tend to notice what the dominant colours are. In
some cases, it's brown, so combine it with accessories in stronger colours: red, fuchsia, yellow... It
gives brilliant results. Analyse yours to get ideas for accessories.

To continue with this organisation therapy, you’ll have to go step by step. Clear your bed and
get ready. If you're holding onto any clothes in the hopes that they will fit you sometime, put those
somewhere out of sight.

As for all those clothes you bought a few years ago because they were bang on trend, but you
no longer wear and are no longer fashionable, you can keep those, but not in your wardrobe, box
them up. You never know.

Go over the clothes you haven’t worn in the past year: a dress, a skirt, some trousers... Try
them on and see why that is. Exactly, you just can’t see it anymore! Get rid of those items.

Dresses for parties, weddings, events... try to look ahead. Will they still do you? How many
weddings have you worn the same dress to? How many events are there in your diary? It might be
best to invest in one or two items you can combine, rather than keep an outfit that is too dressy, and
which, as the years go by, doesn’t suit you as much ...

Any clothes you like and can wear, should be kept. Make sure they are well ironed and on
their own hangers, and sort the wardrobe according to type of garment: shirts, t-shirts, sweaters,
trousers, skirts. The wardrobe is being streamlined. You're doing a great job.

If everything is tidy, you’ll find it easier to know what to wear every day. You will find the
different colours straight away and you’ll vary outfits more often. There is one problem: if you
suddenly find five pairs of blue jeans, try not to buy any more, although | know it's a habit that's
hard to kick.

Summer Clothes You Can Also Wear in Autumn and Winter

A common habit that will soon be lost in history, if it is not already, is the change of wardrobe.
Between climate change that, little by little, is erasing the different seasons, seasonal clothing
makes less and less sense.

Careful, though - this does not mean that we won’t update our wardrobe, the best possible
solution is to buy items that we can wear all year round. The key to saving money lies in shopping
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with a focus on reusable items and on skillfully reinterpreting the clothes we already have.

Shorts are the best possible example of a garment intended just for summer that also makes
total sense when the temperatures drop. All you have to do is exchange the typical cool T-shirt and
the flat sandals for a pair of long socks or some opaque tights, along with some calf-length boots,
and the result is a pair of shorts that is as useful in winter as in summer.

One of those women who don’t dare wear shorts in the heat because the look is just too
extreme? In winter the effect is much less obvious, so go for it! And as you can see, the same pair of
shorts can be used to create a young, laid-back look and a more serious and night-time look.

Leggings are another of these dual-purpose items that can be worn just as well in the cold as
in the heat. If you wore them in summer with a pair of Roman sandals and a strappy T-shirt, all you
have to do for autumn is add a cardigan, a blazer or a trench coat, and for winter a coat or an
anorak, and there you have it - the perfect conversion

The same goes for dresses and skirts made of fabrics that are not specifically designed for the
cold. Now that bright colours provide a bit of colour therapy when the heat has gone from the sun,
eye-catching prints, floral motifs and fluorescent shades are also winter hits. Overcome their lack of
warmth by layering them with garments that help them adapt to colder temperatures.
